Let’s enjoy climbing Mt. Fuji
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Around Mt. Fuji Skyline
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This route starts from the Mizuga-
zuka car park and leads up through
the Hoei Nature Trail to the Hoei Crater.
The descent passes the beautiful Goten-
niwa(a naturally formed “garden”) and
larch forest stretching along the ridge.
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Starting from volcanic meadow and
then desert, this route climbs up to offer
a panoramic view with the twin peaks of
Mt. Futago to the left, Mt.Hoei up
ahead, and Hakone Mountain Range
and Suruga Bay in the distance.
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Let’s enjoy climbing Mt. Fuji
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Around the start of the
Subashiri-Trail
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This route overlooks mixed forest and
a field of Japanese pampas grass
stretching at the foot of the mountain.

A short nature trail between the

Subashiri New Fifth Stage and Kofuji
offers “a forest bath” as well as a grand
view of Mt. Fuji up ahead.
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
